No. 1098, 12045 and 12052 South Emerald Avenue

Dear Mr. Gattuso:

Please be advised that your request for a minor change to Residential Planned
Development No. 1098 has been considered by the Department of Zoning and
Land Use Planning pursuant to Section 17-13-0611 of the Chicago Zoning
Ordinance and Statement No. 12 of the Planned Development.

You are requesting to remove the permeable paving from the two proposed
parking lots (totaling approximately 10,665 square feet) along the west side of
South Emerald due to environmental issues which necessitate the encapsulation
of the parcels with impervious pavement. The proposed permeable pavement
was not part of the project’s storm water management plan nor was it required or
relied upon in connection with any sustainability program. Your client still
wishes to utilize permeable paving on site, therefore, they will now use it on the
semi-circular driveway (totaling approximately 1,508 square feet) on the site of
the principal building.

With regard to your request, the Department of Zoning and Land Use Planning
has determined that allowing this revision will not create an adverse impact on
the Planned Development or surrounding neighborhood, will not result in an
increase in the bulk or density, will not change the character of the development,
and therefore, would constitute a minor change.

Accordingly, pursuant to the authority granted by the Chicago Zoning
Ordinance and Residential Planned Development No. 1098, [ hereby approve
the forcgoing minor change, but no other changes to this Planned Development.

SECTION 1. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all the
B3-1 Community Shapping District and RS3 Residential Single-Unit (Detached Housa)
Dustrict symbols and indications as shown on Map Number 30-F In the area boundad by:

a line 580 feal south of West 120™ Street; South Emarald Avenus; tha southwest line of
tha Pittsburgh. Cincinnati, Chicago & St. Louis Railroad right-of-way; the north line of the
llinois Central Railroad right-of-way, South Emerald Avenue; the ailay next north of the
Htinois Central Railroad nght-of way; the allay next east of South Halsted Street; the north
line of the ilinois Central Radroad right-of-way; and South Halsted Street,

to those of an RMS Residential Muiti-Unit District and a corresponding use district is hereby
established in the area described abova.
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SECTION 2. That the Chicago Zoning Ordinance be amended by changing all of the
RMS Regidential Multi-Unit District symbols and indications as shown on Map Number 30-F

in the area bounded by:

a line 589 feet south of West 120" Street; South Emerald Avenue; the southwest line of
the Plttsburgh, Cincinnatl, Chicago & St. Louis Railroad right-of-way; the nocth line of the
liincks Central Raflroad right-of-way; South Emerald Avenues; the allsy next north of the
lilinois Cantral Railroad right-of way; the alley next east of South Halsted Street; the north
line of the 1Rinois Central Ratlroad right-of-way,; and South Halsted Street,

to those of a Residential Planned Davelopment which is hereby establishad in the area
dascribed above, subject to such use and bulk regulations as are set forth in the Plan of -
Development attached hareto and to no others.

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage and
due publication,

Plan of Development Statements referred to in this ordinance read as follows:

Residential Plannsd Davelopment

Panr Of Devefopmant Statemants,

1. The area defineated herein as a Residential Planned Development (the “Planned
Development”) consists of approximately forty-three thousand eight hundred eigiht
(43,808) squars feet (one and zero-hundredths (1.00) acres) of property which is
depicted on the attached Planned Development Boundary and Propecty Line Map
(the “Property’) and is awned or cantrolled by the applicant, Hancock Housa L.L.C,

2. The applicant oc its successors, assigneas or grantees shall obtain all necessary
official raviews, approvals or parmits. Any dedication or vacation of streats, allays
or aasements or any adjustments of rights-of-way shall require a separate
submittal on behalf of the applicant or its successars, assignees or grantees and
approval by the City Councik.

3. The requiremants, obligations and conditions contained within this Planned
Development shall ba binding upon the applicant, its successors, assignees or
grantees and, if different than tha applicant, the legal titieholders and any ground
iessors. All ights granted hereunder to the applicant shall inure to the benefit of
the apphcant’s successors, assignees or grantees and, «f diffarent than the
applicant, any legal titleholders and any ground 'essors. Furthermore, pursuant to
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the requirements of Saction 17-8-0400 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the
Property, at the time applications for amendments, modifications or changes
(administrative, legisiative or otherwise) to this Planned Development are made,
shall bs under single ownership or undsr singla designated control. Single
designated control for purposes of this paragraph shall mean that any application
to the City for any amendmeant to this Planned Development or any other
modification or change thereto {(administrative, lagisiative or otherwise) shall be
made or authorized by all the owners of the Property and any ground lessors,

This Plan of Development consists of fifteen (15) statements; a Bulk Regulations
and Data Tabla, an Existing Zoning Map; a Planned Developmant Boundary and
Property Line Map, an Existing Land-Use Map; a Site Plan, a Landscape Plan,
East and West Elevations and North and South Elevations prepared by Cox Ltd,
Architacts datad December 13, 2007, A full-size set of the Site/Landscape Plan
and the Building Elevations ig on fle with the Department of Planning and
Development. These and no othar zoning controis shall apply to the Property. This
Planned Davelopment conforms to ths intent and purpose of the Chicago Zoning
Ordinance, Title 17 of the Municipal Code of Chicago, and alf requirements thereof,
and satisfies the established criteria for approval as a planned development. in
any instance whers a provision of the Planned Developmant conflicts with the
Chicago Building Code, the Building Code shall controf.

Subject to the Bulk Regulations and Data Table, tha following uses shall ba
pemmitted in this PManned Development: elderly housing, accessory parking and
refated and accesaory usas,

On-premise signs shall be permitted within the Planned Development subject to
the raviaw and approval of the Department of Planning and Davelopment.
Temporary signs such as construction and marketing signs also shall be permitted
subjact to tha review and approval of the Department of Planning and
Development. No off-premise signs shall be permitted.

Off-streat parking and loading facilitiss shall be provided in accordance with the
provisiens of this Planned Development subject to the raview and approval of the
Lepartments of Transportation and Planning and Developmant. Any service drive
or other ingress or egress shall be adeguately designed and paved, in accordance
with the regulations of the Departrment of Transportation in effect at the time of
construction and in compliance with the Municipal Coda of tha City of Chicago, to
provide ingress and egress for motor vehicles, including emergency vehicles.
Thare shall ba no parking within such emargency areas. Closure of all or part of
any public streets or aileys during demaiition ar construction shall be subject to the
review and approval of the Chicago Department of Transportation. All work
proposed in the pubfic way must be designed and constructed in accordance with
the Chicago Department of Transportation Construction Standards for Work in the
Public Way and in compliance with the Municipal Cods of the City of Chicago.
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In addition o the maximum height of buildings and any appurtenances attached
thersto prescribed in this Planned Developmant, the height of any improvements
shall also be subject to height limitations as approved by the Faderal Aviation
Administration.

The improvements on the Property shall ba designed, constructed and maintained
in substantial conformance with this Planned Developmant. As Indicated on the
Site Plan, a sidewalk measuring six () feet in width shall be provided along the
east side of South Emeraid Avenus and shall be located on the Property due to the
narrow width of this porion of the South Emeraid Avenue right-of-way. This
sidewalk shall remain free and clear of obstruction and shall bs opan to the public
at all times for purposes of pedestrian access after completion of construction.
Landscaping shall ba installed in accordance with the Site/Landscape Plan and
maintained in accordance with the parkway tree planting and parking ot
landscaping provisions of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance.

Notwithstanding any statement to the contrary, this Planned Development shall be
subjact to the provisions of Chapter 17-11 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance
goveming landscaping and screening. In any instance whera a provision of this
Planned Developmaent conflicts with landscape and scraening peavisions of the
Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the Chicago Zoning Ordinanca shall control. Nothing
in this Ptanned Development is intandad lo waive the applicabiiity of the landscape
and screening provisions of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance.

For purposes of floor area ratio {"F A.R.") cakulations, the definitions in the
Chicago Zoning Ordinance in effect as of the date of adoption of this Planned
Development shall apply; provided, howsver, that in addition to the other
exclusions from floor area for purposes of determining F A.R. permitted by the
Chicago Zoning Ordinance, floor area devoted to mechanical equipment on the
roof and floor area devoted to mechanical equipment aggregating one
thousand (1,000) square feet or mara in a singie location regardless of is
placement in the building, shall also be axcluded.

The tarms, conditions and exhibits of this Planned Development may be modified
administrativety by the Commissioner of the Department of Planning and
Development upon the request of the applicant or its successars, assignees or
grartees and after a determination by the Commissioner that such a modification
i8 minor, appropriate and consistent with the rature of the development of the
Property contemplated herein and will not result in increasing the maximum floor
area ratio for the total net site area or the maximum number of units for the total
net site area established in this Planned Development, except as may be allowad
pursuant to Section 17-13-0611 of the Chicago Zaning Ordinance. Any such
modification shail be deemed a minor change in the Planned Development as
contemplated by Section 17-13-0811 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinance.
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The applicant acknowladges that it is in the public interest to design, construct and
maintain all buildings in @ manner that peovided healthier environments, reducas
operating costs and conserves energy and resources. The applicant shall use
best and reasonable efforts to design, construct and maintain all buildings located
within this Planned Davelopment in an energy efficient manner, generally
consistent with the Leadership in Enargy and Environmental Design ("L.E.E.D.")
Green Building Reting Systern. Cogpias of these standards may be obtained from
the Departmant of Planning and Development. The applicant agrees to comply
fully with the Green Matrix promulgated by the Chicago Department of Housing,
and also agreas to install a partial vegetated ("green”) rocf.

The appiicant acknowledges that itis in the public interest to design, construct and
maintain all buildings in a manner which promotes, enables, and maximzes
universal access throughout the Property. Plans for all new buildings and
improvemants on the Property shall be reviewed and approved by the Mayor's
Office for People with Disabilities ("M.O.P D.") to ensure complanca with alf
applicable laws and regulations related lo access for parsons with disabikities and
to promote the highest standard of accessibility. No approvals shall be granted
pursuant to Section 17-13-0810 of the Chicago Zoning Ordinanca until the Director
of MOQ.P.D. has approved detailed construction drawings for each buiding or
improvameant,

Unless substantial construction of the improvements contemplated in this
Planned Davelopment has been commenced within six {8) years following adoption
of this ordinance, and urdess completion thereof is diligently pursued, this Planned
Development shall expire and the zoning classification of the Property shall revert
to the B3-1 Community Shopping District and RS3 Residential Single-Unit
(Detached House) District classifications applicable to the various portions of the
Property prior to the adoption of this Planned Developmant. This six (8) year
period may be extended for up 10 ona (1) additional year if, bafore axpiration, the
Carmmissioner of the Dapartment of Planning and Developmant dastarmines that
good causa for an sxtension is shown.
